TNAG will be hosting a recreational and intermediate club gymnastics competition on Sunday 3rd July 2011 at 10am – 4.30pm (approximate times depending on entries).   We hope to build on the success of the last couple of years of competition which have been successful and well supported.
This competition is a nationally run grass roots competition scheme, called ‘Key Steps’, being rolled out by English Gymnastics and is designed for children at a grass roots level who train for only 1-2 hours each week.  All age group under 10years will work on Key Steps 2, whilst the older girls and mini intermediate groups will work towards Key Steps 3.  Older intermediate groups will work towards our own criteria and there will be slightly different criteria for the younger groups.
Entry for this competition is optional but is designed to give children their first taste of competition and is a further target for them to work towards in their weekly lessons.  We would like as many children as possible to compete.  As the competition approaches, those not entering the competition will be expected to work towards the moves and elements contained within the routines as this is a very good experience for them all.  

Each child in recreational lessons will work towards the same criteria across 2 or 3 apparatus; vault, floor and body management, but they will be judged in age groups according to the age they turn in this calendar year.  There will be certificates for each child and medals for age group winners.

The intermediate competition will comprise of the following age groups;

· 8 years and under 

· 9 – 10years

· 11-12 years

· 12+years

· Competitive intermediate ages 9 -10 years
· Competitive intermediate 11 years plus

There will be an entry fee of £5 per child (payable by cash or cheque) and there will also be a small spectator fee for those watching.
If your child would like to enter this competition, please complete the attached slip and return with the money to your coach.  This should be in an envelope with your name clearly labelled.  The closing date will be Saturday 11th June at 1pm.  Please be aware that this closing date will be strictly enforced to enable a programme and running order to be prepared and no late entries will be excepted.
